Entries must consist of a proposal for a new food product. Judges will be evaluating the potential success of product entries in today's market and technical problem-solving skills used in product development. For the 2022 competition, the category is “Functional Fiber For Health”. Entries must consist of a proposal for a new, innovative bakery food product. The product should highlight an innovative fiber source that has documented positive impacts on health while enhancing the sensory properties in your baked good. Fiber content must be at least 6 grams per serving and may be achieved through a combination of fibers. Longstanding fiber sources (inulin, chicory root, sugar alcohols, etc.) may not be used to achieve the 6 grams per serving requirement. The new bakery item can be yeast raised or chemically leavened. The product must have a minimum shelf life of 14 days at ambient temperature and be served at ambient temperature. All serving sizes, claims and labeling must be in line with the current FDA regulations.  Judges will be evaluating the potential success of product entries in today’s market and technical problem-solving skills used in product development
